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 R.O.C.K. Sunday officially kicks off the 3rd Sunday of September 2025.  This 
will be an annual day each year for all churches in the A.B.A. to collectively pray 
together for TBCH and utilize this day to keep their members informed of this 
needful ministry to children. In the Old Testament, rocks were a strong visual     
reminder of Godôs deliverance.  

 Stones of Remembrance were very significant to the nation of Israel. They were 
a people set free from the slavery of Egypt, yet they were a people who still must 
conquer their Land of Promise.  These stones would remind future generations of 
the Lordôs power, of the Lordôs love, and the Lordôs victories over their enemies. 
These stones would serve as a reminder that the Lord has a purpose, a plan, and a 
calling for theméand He delivers on His promises.  

 Stones of Remembrance are significant for us too.  As we conquer more and 
more territory in our own personal ñlands of promiseò, we are wise to make mental 
or visual reminders of the victories the Lord gives us.  

 We encourage our kiddos daily with the reminder that the Lord has a purpose, 
plan, and calling for each of them.  Just as the nation of Israel had the promised 
land to conquer, we too have a future and a hope the Lord wants us to live inéour 
very own ñland of promise.ò  Our giants may not be the Amalekites and Amorites, 
but we still fight the same giants of unbelief, doubt, and grasshopper syndrome.  

 We are asking our churches and prayer partners to set aside a special day of prayer every 3rd Sunday 
of September.  This special Sunday can be set aside annually as R.O.C.K. Sunday ï Remember Our   
Childrenôs Home Kids  - Sunday.   

 We know prayer works, and itôs impossible to minister without it.  We know September has already 
passed this year, but we want to begin preparing you and your church now to be on the lookout for printed 
materials and handouts at all future state meetings this year and the national meeting in June 2025.  

 Please set R.O.C.K. Sunday aside each year for your church to pray for Texarkana Baptist Childrenôs 
Home.  Until then, pray for the salvation of our children and pray for more men and women to surrender 
to our Campus Life Ministry. These will always be our two greatest needs.

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In ministry such as foster care, a childôs circum-
stances often control his or her theology.  Their 
circumstances are all they know, and their faith is 
too young, broken, or weak. The Lord used that 
podcast sermon to deliver a great reminder to me ï 
itôs one thing to pray for someone, but itôs entirely 
different to stretch your life out over them and  
carry the burdens they canôt even pick up.  

At the end of the story, the widow declared,   
ñNow I know.ò   At some point for every child in 
foster care, there will be a conclusion and an end 
to their time in care, and they too will declare 
something about what they know.  

Lord, please help us at Texarkana Baptist        
Childrenôs Home be more willing than ever to  
carry the burdens of those who canôt.  Lord, please 
stretch us out. Our prayer and our hope is that  
every child will one day say, ñNow I know the 
Lord is good.  Now I know He does more than just 
listen to my prayers. Now I know He delivers  
miracles because He rescued my life.ò 

I recently landed on a Tony Evanôs sermon about       
Elijah.  It was so apropos to the Childrenôs Home 
ministry.  It reinvigorated my belief in intercessory 
prayer and challenged me.  Am I willing to just pray 
the prayers?  Or am I willing to stretch  myself out to 
become the answer or solution to those prayers?  

The widow of Zarephath had just experienced the 
miracle of never-ending oil and flour during a time 
of poverty and drought.  Then her son suddenly died.  
She no longer just needed the miracle of food.  She 
needed the miracle of resuscitation and resurrection.  

We have this same, strong similarity in foster care 
ministry ï one miracle doesnôt stop the need for a 
new miracle. In the beginning stages there is a great 
and visible intervention in their lives that often     
includes food, shelter and safety.  Many to most 
have their first real encounters with the One, True 
Living God. Their faith becomes ignited and at times 
even ñfeelsò firm.  And then right on the heels of 
that mountain top experienceéthe tsunami of reality 
crashes over them.  

What good is the miracle of food when it feels like 
their family has died and everything has been ripped 
away? 

It is in THOSE moments they are needing an 
ñElijah.ò  They need someone who will not just cry 
out to Heaven on their behalf but will also stretch 
their life out over them.  They need people who are 
willing to go beyond the platitude of kind words. 
They need people who will pick up and carry the 
burdens that are  crushing them.  

The Widow of Zarephath piggy backed off the spirit-
uality of Elijah because it was spirituality she didnôt 
have right then.  Elijah didnôt need the miracle, but 
he was in the position to access the miracle for her.  
And God performed a miracle the widow wasnôt a 
part of  herself because she was too distraught and 
broken in that moment to be a part of it.  She was too 
theologically confused.  

Somebody once said, ñWith great perseverance, even 

the snail reached the ark.ò  

Every summer on vacation, this kiddo stood in the same 

line hoping to drive. The only thing stopping him? The 

Measuring Stick! But no more. He has now passed the 

point of no return.  

Though most have passed the requirements for a go-

kart, we all must pass another point of no return - from 

death into eternity. Romans 3:23 says ñAll have sinned 

and come ñshortò of the glory of God.ò Make sure be-

fore that point of no return you donôt come up ñshort.ò 

Make the decision to accept Christ as your Savior today!
