But as their time 
has come to an end, they all leave knowing 
they will spend eternity in Heaven.   

It is the greatest privilege of the Childrenôs 
Home to serve and love kiddos in a way that 
impacts eternity. The Lord may bring them 
here empty, but He returns them home full.  

While we rejoice with their joy of reunification, 
our hearts will greatly miss them. The blessings 
of this ministry is seeing all that has transpired, 
how much has changed, and all that has been 
transformed.  

Goodbyes are bittersweet. But soon to come 
will be more children, and new beginnings will 
begin again.   

Ice Ice Baby!  

While most of Arkansas was blessed with several 
inches of snow and walked in a winter wonder-
land this past January, our little part of the world      
received an ice storm.  If you have lived through 
an ice storm, you definitely know what comes 
next ï  NO ELECTRICITY!   

We have so many churches and individual donors 
to thank for the generators at our childrenôs 
dorms.  In a 2020 edition of our Homelineôs 
Wishing Well section, we published our desire to 
add whole home automatic backup generators to 
our childrenôs dorms.  

(but not too cold, too cold) 

When the power went out at 10 pm, our kiddos never even knew it.  They woke up the next morning with 
lights, hot water, and heat in their dorms even though the weather was far below freezing. It would not have 
taken long for the temperature in their living quarters to plummet, and preparing their meals would have 
been so much more difficult without power.     

How thankful and grateful we are to be able to keep our kiddos warm and safe even when the power is out 
for extended hours or days.  The Lord is good, and He provided these extra measures of safety through our 
churches and His people.  

Although warm and fed, our kiddos did give the hard working linemen great cheers and exuberant applause 
when the power was finally restored!  
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Perhaps even now, you already know the Lord has 
planted the seed of adoption in your heart.  Keep 
watering that seed with prayer.  It may just be that 
the Lord connects people from our churches (who 
already pray for and support the Childrenôs 
Home) with a child from our Home who is need-
ing to be adopted.  

Sometimes the transition period of adoption can 
be rocky.  But often it is because there is no direct 
connection between the current familiarity and the 
unknown future.  But for church members in our 
associated work looking to adopt, we could be the 
bridge between the known and the unknown to 
help make the transition of adoption smoother. 

The movie ñSound of Hope: The Story of Possum 
Trotò tells the real life, true story of 22 families 
(from a small town and of meager means) from 
one church who adopted 77 children out of foster 
care. What a powerful demonstration of redemp-
tive compassion when the Lord uses His people in 
the ministry of pure religion.  

If the Lord has placed adoption on your heart, 
reach out to us.  We are not an adoption agency, 
but we can be the bridge to help adoptions be 
smoother and more successful.  We can connect 
you with the case workers and adoption special-
ists of the children in our care.  Together, we can 
affect eternity and make the sound of hope ring 
loud.   

 

What does hope sound like?   

Perhaps itôs the sound of two arms embracing some-
one who feels underserving of love.  Perhaps itôs the 
sound of a whisper to a heart that needs encourage-
ment.  Perhaps itôs the tug at your heart asking you 
to foster parent a child .  Perhaps itôs the sound your 
own heart makes in response to the ache of a child 
needing adoption.  

What does hope sound like?  It sounds like ñyesò to 
whatever the Lord asks.  

What does hope sound like to a child?  It sounds like 
ñfamily.ò  It sounds like a safe place to lay their head 
each night.  It sounds like a home to grow up in.  It 
sounds like having a plate at a Thanksgiving table 
and presents under a Christmas tree.   

To a child in foster care waiting to be adopted, hope 
sounds like é home.  

Perhaps it sounds likeéyour home?  

But there is only one way to know  ï  truly and gen-
uinely ask the Lord if He wants you to adopt.  And 
donôt be afraid to say ñyes.ò  

Over the last decade, Texarkana Baptist Childrenôs 
Home has transitioned from private placement     
residential care to a foster home model of care.  
(Important to note, we never have and still do not 
take any government or state funding.  We are still 
supported by the churches in the American Baptist 
Association.)  But with the transition in our model of 
care, comes the opportunity to do more than just  
foster.  This model of care can often present the   
opportunity for children in our care to be adopted.  

There are occasions when parental rights (to children 
in our direct care) become terminated.  These mo-
ments are devastating and heart wrenching.  But they 
donôt have to be hopeless. These moments can be-
come the opportunity for a new beginning with a 
better ending.
